Year 6 Residential Trip Monday 20th – Friday 24th May 2024 
 
We now know the total number of children that will be attending the residential trip to the Aylmerton Field 
Study Centre in May 2024.  We are therefore writing to inform you of the final cost and payment schedule. 
  
The total cost of the trip will be £491. This covers food, accommodation, bedding, all activities, and 
insurance, as well as coach travel to and from Norfolk.  

As an initial deposit of £70 has already been paid and the school is paying £100 towards the cost, there is 
£321 left to pay either as one lump sum or in instalments as below.  Please make your payments by 
selecting Trips from the Menu in MCAS.  Clicking on the Aylmerton trip will take you to the payment screen. 

MCAS assumes that the first payment required is a deposit but as this has already been paid the five 
payments due are all instalments.  When you select the trip, you can choose to either pay £321 for the trip 
in full, or as a ‘deposit’ which is the first instalment of £65 followed by four further instalments.

 £65 to be paid by Friday 17th November 2023 
 

 £65 to be paid by Friday 19th January 2024 
 

 £65 to be paid by Friday 16th February 2024 
 

 Final balance of £61 to be paid by Friday 15th March 2024 
 
Please note that if your child subsequently withdraws from the trip, any monies paid can only be refunded if 
their place is taken up by another child. 
 
We will be holding an evening meeting for parents and children to attend before the trip. If however you 
have any questions before this, please do not hesitate to contact me.
