¢ Improver Recorders: Group session. Descant & treble recorders. Must know

Improver Bass: For those with experience or tried previous bass tasters — 4 spaces
Djembe Drumming: Group African drumming patterns
Musical Theatre Choir: Sing songs from your favourite musicals

e Orchestra: For players of brass, strings, woodwind or percussion.
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o Beginner Keyboards: For complete beginners or recently started — 12 spaces
e Samba Drumming: Rhythmic patterns and movement using drums and percussion
e Beginner Bass: For those new to bass guitar — 4 spaces
e Harmony Choir: Learn to sing in parts or learn simple harmonies
